Dear Mr. Wolfe,

Thank you for hosting the September 16th meeting concerning the Zeneca/Campus Bay site in Richmond.  It was helpful to have the many agencies and interests in the same room to hear the presentation by the developer.

I have reviewed the information that was presented and the September 30th letter from Peggy Harris, DTSC, to Curtis Scott, RWQCB: Review of Waste Characterization Data for the East Stege Marsh. However, after reviewing again the August 30th letter from Barbara Cook, DTSC, to Cecillio Felix, RWQCB, I still have some concerns.  I would like to have the concerns raised in the August 30th DTSC letter addressed point by point in writing.  I am particularly concerned about the adequate characterization and identification of toxic materials at the site, the public outreach process and the roles of RWQMD and DTSC in the ongoing marsh uplands remediation.

I believe that a document should be issued to the public that clearly defines the working relationship, including any shared responsibilities between DTSC and the Regional Water Quality Control Board in the remediation process. Likewise, a clear and accessible description should be included which addresses the following questions:

· What testing has been conducted to identify toxins in the marsh?

· What entities or agencies conducted the testing?

· What were the results of the tests?

· What other tests will occur?

· What toxic materials were found in the marsh?

· In general, what risks do these compounds pose?

· What plan is in place to remediate the marsh and what are the responsibilities of the regulatory agencies in carrying out the plan? Please include the specific ways in which Regional Water Quality will work with DTSC address the concerns of DTSC's August 30th letter.

· What plans have been made for public outreach? Specifically, will it include Bay Point and Marina Bay residents and accommodate the schedules of people who normally work 9 a.m. - 5 p.m.?

I look forward to receiving your responses.
