I have to simultaneously thank the RWQCB and register two big complaints. 

 

First, thank you for attempting to set up a public forum on the project at the Zeneca site. It is needed and we all appreciate the consideration.

 

Second, unfortunately, the short notice and the time picked ensure that most of the public will likely not be able to attend. I have attempted strenuously to clear my calendar for this meeting and cannot. We have no choice but to strongly object to the timing and the notice as inadequate to meeting the basic public meetings criteria. We credit the agencies with trying to accommodate the need for public input, and with being faced with what they perceived as shrinking timelines. However, the need for the public to be involved and protected outweighs the desire of those who wish to push short deadlines.

 

Third, the RWQCB should let go of its lead agency status in this project and let the DTSC take the lead. While we appreciate the fact that the two agencies are both working on this, it is appropriate for the RWQCB to acknowledge that due to the contaminations present at this site and the upland nature of the project, the government and public interests will be better served by having the DTSC in the lead with the RWQCB looking over its shoulder.  

 

We join with The Sierra Club and the Bay Area Residents for Responsible Development in requesting a more viable public meeting process. We respectfully object to having the public hearing held on such short notice and during the work day, and request a proper public meetings process.
