Susan-

I just spoke both Barry Cromartie and Judy Battle regarding the grading permit application.  At this time, the Planning Department is not prepared to approve your grading permit request.  Barry reviewed the application with Fred Clement (Chief Building Official), Jay Corey (Assistant City Manager) and Steve Duran (Acting Assistant City Manager, CED group) and determined that given the extensive issues surrounding incomplete CEQA review, air quality impacts and undetermined mitigation measures, it is not possible to grant a grading permit at this time. 

I did receive your e-mail dated 5/18/04, indicating that the dirt would be stored on the Business Park site and used for “future development of the Business Park.”  It is unclear to the Planning Department what future development is planned at this time for the Business Park.  The existing Business Park (approved through Design Review Board in 2003) is renovated and landscaped.   The development planned for the Lot 2 portion of the Business Park site is now part of the proposed Campus Bay Residential proposal currently under CEQA review.  Final decisions on the proposed residential site would not occur until the EIR is completed. The Draft EIR is tentatively scheduled to be published on September 2, 2004.  This is contingent on Regional Water Quality Control Board approval of the site for residential use.

It is unclear how any development of the Business Park can occur at this time, so it is confusing why Simeon would proposed to stockpile dirt on the site.  Planning would be willing to reconsider this request at a time closer to project approval and an approved mitigation monitoring plan.
