Restoration of East Stage Marsh and the upland fresh water lagoons continues under the coordinated oversight efforts of the Water Board and DTSC.

Work for the week of January 31, 2005 will include improvement to haul roads, importation of bay mud fill and lowering of water levels in the southerly fresh water pond.  

Continuation of work within the marsh proper is contingent to receiving approval for a time extension beyond the February 1, 2005 deadline established by US Fish and Wildlife Service.  This request is presently under review.

The goal remains to complete the excavation and backfilling portions of the project in a timely manner to reduce the long term impacts to the environment and inconvenience to the community.
