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Two months and no changes since the Richmond City Council passed a unanimous resolution asking Cal EPA to provide better environmental oversight of the extremely toxic sites at the

along the South Richmond shoreline. Cal EPA is dragging its bureaucratic feet in making the 

jurisdictional change from the Water Board to the Department of Toxic Substances Control.
