· Concerned about the lack of consideration for downwind businesses to date

· Specifically

· Non stop noise from machinery

· Days into months when we could not hear customers on phone

· Machinery beeping with backup alarms starting at 6 a.m.

· Pollution in the form of inches thick dirt and mud in streets

· Dust so thick on cars we couldn’t see through windshields to drive

· Dirt and mud so thick it was all over bottom half of vehicles

· Dust so thick it looked like dark storms for weeks

· Dirt on everything in our businesses

· No air monitors were set up in front of businesses to collect samples

· Concerned about toxic level of downwind dust

· Three new thyroid conditions, severe uterine fibroid tumors, large complex ovarian cysts, rare cancer and unexplained sudden deaths all within an 18 month period in a very small 2 square block sparsely populated business community

· Concerned about toxic level of the aquifer

· Concerned about continued changes to aquifer toxins

· Indoor vapors in concrete slab buildings 50 feet from development property line have not been tested

· No measurements have been done to determine the extent of the toxic plume originating from development site

· No on-going on-site and predictable agency oversight by SFBRWQCB because of self-monitored status of Zeneca’s cleanup plan

· Concerned about school age children visiting site daily

· Cleanup plan cites need for deed restriction which informs all individuals visiting or working at site to be informed of risks

· Are children’s parents aware of the extent of the toxic dump?

· Aquatic Institute advertising a Stege Marsh cleanup, asking for adult and children volunteers to pull invasive weeds in the mud at 9 a.m. every Saturday

· Does Aquatic Institute test the mud before they send children with developing immune systems out to get covered in it?

RWQCB Order 01-101

Item 6.a. Draft Deed Restriction, Compliance Date:  December 31, 2002
(page 20 RWQCB Order 01-101, signed 9/19/2001)

“The discharger shall submit a draft deed restriction, acceptable to the Executive Officer, which prevents and minimizes activities at the site which may result in exposure of human or ecological receptors to soil and/or groundwater contamination above appropriate risk levels at the site.  The deed restriction must also provide a mechanism for the appropriate notification of on-site utility, maintenance or construction workers of environmental hazards and prevent the use of significantly impacted soil and groundwater, except in accordance with the soils management plans prepared by the discharger.”
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
